* Be sure to turn OFF the power before inserting or
removing the microSD card.

* NEVER remove the microSD card, detach the battery
pack/case, or power OFF the transceiver, while read-
ing or writing data to or from the microSD card. It will
cause the data to be corrupted or damage the card.
